The first section will be Oral followed
by Listening and Written. There is a gap of sometime between Oral and Listening exam.

The information mentioned on the form by the candidate i.e. DOB, Place of birth, First and last name should
match exactly with the provided documents of the candidate which can otherwise lead to penalty charges.
Your signature on the candidates’ information sheet, which is circulated in the examination hall on the day of
exam, will be taken as the final confirmation of the details provided by you.
